Passage: Adoption Emphasis, John 1,12-13
Questions for discussion:

1. Read John 1:12,13

12 But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, even to those who believe in His name, 13 who were born, not of blood nor of the will of the flesh nor of the will of man, but of God. 

How is Adoption one of the clearest pictures of the gospel and the doctrine of adoption one of the greatest joys & miracles of salvation? 

2. Everyone who has been born of God is adopted. Read these privileges of adoption and have everyone in the group share something about adoption that helps them to understand and appreciate their salvation even more.

a] The Father places us into his family to which we did not naturally belong

b] The Father proclaims complete freedom from our former relationship to sin & Satan

c] The Father grants us all the rights and the privileges that belong to his Son Jesus as an act of his grace

d] The Father does all of this not because we did anything, but because of his great love. Christ came to a sin-impoverished orphanage and adopted us into his family.
3. Read 1 John 3:1,2.  How does our adoption by God help us not to focus on the things of this world, but look forward to our home and family in heaven?

4. Read 1 John 3:9,10. How does our adoption by God help us to not practice sin and love each other more?
