Passage: Matthew 20:1-16
Sermon idea: All who enter into God’s Kingdom come as a result of God’s grace upon their life
Discussion Questions:

1. Read Matthew 20:1-8. Why would faithful Jews struggle with sinful Jews and Gentiles being treated by God as “first” in his Kingdom? 
What tension do you fell about the murderer who comes to faith while on death row receiving the same heaven as you will receive?

2. Read Matthew 20:9-16. Why did the first workers grumble rather than rejoicing in the opportunity to work longer for the landowner? Why is it so hard to become “last”?
3. Why are we all so prone to jealousy? In what areas do you tend to be jealous of others?

4. When was the last time you said to God, “I deserve more than this?
5. In light of this what does Romans 12:15 teach us when it says, “Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who weep.” 

6. In the time remaining, discuss these points of application:
-We are dependent upon God for everything

-We cannot let God’s favor upon others harden us.

-We need to learn how to think and speak the language of grace.

-The cross humbles all of us, is it the great equalizer

-Grace is the great unifying factor of all who belong to God.

-God is always better than fair, his grace is always greater than our sin.

-We need to take off the glasses of jealously and look through the lenses of God’s grace.
