Discussion Questions
1. Go over these facts about the Kingdom of God:
The Kingdom can also be described by three terms:

Inauguration, the coming of Christ

Continuation, the coming of the Church

Consummation, the second coming of Christ to unite with his church

The return of King Jesus will be personal, physical, visible and glorious. 

Jesus will return in his physical, glorified body. It will be a visible, glorious event.

1. Read these passages. What do they tell us about the return of Christ and how we should prepare for it?

They also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into the sky? This Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in just the same way as you have watched Him go into heaven.” Acts 1:11

For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all men, instructing us to deny ungodliness and worldly desires and to live sensibly, righteously and godly in the present age, looking for the blessed hope and the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, Christ Jesus, who gave Himself for us to redeem us from every lawless deed, and to purify for Himself a people for His own possession, zealous for good deeds.
