Sermon Preached On: February 17, 2013
Passage: Luke 13:10-21

Summary: Jesus heals a crippled woman on the Sabbath and rebukes the leader of the synagogue for his objection. He then tells two parables to demonstrate how significance is determined in God's kingdom.

1. Read the passage; what are your impressions of Jesus (i.e. what kind of person does he seem to be)?

a) What stereotypes do we entertain about Jesus?
b) What stereotypes do our neighbors and friends have of Jesus? How might we address those stereotypes in evangelistic ways?
2. The leader of the synagogue had elevated an interpretation of Sabbath keeping so high that it affected his ability to relate to God and people. What are some convictions or biblical interpretations you have which could distract you from relating to God or others?


3. With whom do you identify the most in this story? The woman needing healing, the leader of the synagogue, or both?
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BIBLE STUDY OPTION: For further study, read Colossians 2:16-23 and discuss the Apostle Paul's argument about Christian liberty.
