Sermon Preached On: January 27, 2013


Reminder for CareGroups: SuperBowl Sunday is a great time for fellowship and outreach. Consider having someone open their home for this event.
Passage: Read Matthew 13:11-17 & Luke 5:33-39
Questions:

1. In what ways would you say Jesus and his Kingdom are revolutionary? 
2. Jesus told stories about the secrets of his kingdom that can only be understood by his true followers.
Why did so many people refuse to find the true meaning of Jesus’ parables?

Read Isaiah 6:6-13. What was Isaiah's sermon?
How long was Isaiah supposed to preach this difficult message? (see vv.11,12)  Is there any hope in this passage (Look at verse 13 and Isaiah11:1,2) 
3. Read Luke 5:33-39. How is the “new” and “old” contrasted? Why can't the two come together? How is the kingdom that Jesus taught incompatible with the kingdom the Pharisees and traditionalists demanded?
Reflect on this statement, “We don't incorporate Jesus into our life, we crucify our life and conform to Jesus.”
4. How might being part of a new kingdom with a revolutionary King change the way you think and live?
