Passage: Mark 4:21-25
Questions:

1. Read Mark 4:21-25 in two different translations. Have two or three give an example of how they let their light shine to someone this past week.
2. Jesus is the light of the world. How did Jesus shine the light of the gospel during his earthly ministry? How can we model Jesus and let our light shine?
3. What are the dangers of letting the light of Christ shine? In many cultures, Christians are put to death for letting their light shine. What challenges do we face?
4. Why don’t we expose the light of Christ to those who are in the darkness?

-We are either afraid to do so or, we are ashamed to do so

Discuss this statement from D. James Kennedy, “We tend to hide from the world under our bushels because we find it safer to live there. We would rather exist in our “ecclesiastical ghettos.”
Discuss this statement from Charles Spurgeon, “If you only have a feeble appreciation for the gospel you profess to deliver, it is impossible for those who see your light and for those who hear your proclamation to be greatly influenced by it." 

5. Read John 12:36, what does it mean to be “sons of light”? What responsibilities do we share because of this? What joys do we obtain because of this?
