Passage: Matthew 21:18-22

Discussion time
Matthew 21:18–22

18 In the morning, as he was returning to the city, he became hungry. 19 And seeing a fig tree by the wayside, he went to it and found nothing on it but only leaves. And he said to it, “May no fruit ever come from you again!” And the fig tree withered at once. 20 When the disciples saw it, they marveled, saying, “How did the fig tree wither at once?” 21 And Jesus answered them, “Truly, I say to you, if you have faith and do not doubt, you will not only do what has been done to the fig tree, but even if you say to this mountain, ‘Be taken up and thrown into the sea,’ it will happen. 22 And whatever you ask in prayer, you will receive, if you have faith.” 

Main idea: We should pray boldly and faithfully that God will do things beyond our expectations
**Consider spending most of your time in prayer as a group this morning. You might need to divide into smaller groups to have an intimate prayer time.

1) As a group, let's have an honest discussion about our prayer life. What are your greatest obstacles to prayer? ​​
2) Discuss a time when you saw God working through your prayers.
3) Do you feel like your prayers are connected to the Kingdom of God according to Scripture? 
4) What are some reasons God may not answer your prayer the way you expect Him too?
5) Have someone in the group share a prayer request that seems impossible but that God in His limitless power can answer. Spend a good portion of the time praying for this. ​
