Passage: Luke 14:11-24
Discussion Questions:

1. How can we see participating in church like taking part in Christ’s feast? How is church like enjoying an appetizer as the first course of a great feast?
2. Look at the excuses being made in Luke 14:16-18

1. Prideful posessions. The first guy was consumed by what he owned. He said, “I need to stay and enjoy with my possessions.”

2. Prideful productivity. The second guy was consumed by what he could profit. He said, “I need to increase my ability to generate profit.”

3. Prideful relationships. The third guy was consumed with maintaining his marriage and family. He said, “I need to spend time at home”
Which of these categories do you tend to fall into when making excuses for not following Christ and enjoying him as you should. Are there others to add to this list?
3.  Read Luke 14:21. Discuss the blessing of those considered the lowest in society being invited to feast with God. 
4. Discuss how we are to “compel” others to come to the banquet. Share some ways that Jesus “compelled” people to come to salvation and how we can model Jesus. How can we do better at “compelling” people to come and experience Christ with us? 

5. Discuss the need for greater humility. The more humble we become, the more we will desire to take part in Christ’s kingdom.
The humble are the poor in spirit, they will receive the kingdom of heaven. 

The humble are those who mourn, and they will be comforted. 

The humble are those who are the gentle, they will inherit the earth. 

The humble are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, they will be satisfied.

The humble are merciful and they will receive God’s mercy. 

The humble are pure in heart and they will see God. 

The humble are peacemakers and they will be called sons of God. 

The humble are willing to be persecuted and they will possess God’s kingdom

The humble are those who rejoice and are glad, for they now their unworthiness and are overwhelmed at so great a reward that they have been invited to sit with Jesus at his banquet feast.
