3. Look at this list. How can you avoid becoming self-righteous? Self-righteous people:

They have confidence in their own works

They follow a list of “do’s” and “don’ts”

They pride themselves on their own standards

They place confidence in how they look and act

They see themselves as the model of holiness

They tend to be critical and judgmental of others

They only associate with those who are “like-minded”

They scorn those who don’t promote them

They really believe God sees them as being spiritually superior

They are full of pride, but cloak it with false humility

They are a danger to the church and to evangelism

They demean the cross and the mercy of God
4. Read Luke 18:11-12 and analyze the prayer of the Pharisee. What was his focus?  What is it that he left out in his prayer?

5. We all have a “Little Pharisee” in us. We can be judgmental and critical of others. We tend to compare ourselves to others. What is your “Little Pharisee”? How can this be damaging to the church?
