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Announcements: AWANA and Fall Discipleship groups to begin August 18
Passage: Matthew 25:31-46
Sermon idea: All of humanity will be divided in the future based upon how they relate to Jesus Christ as demonstrated by their choices and actions.
Discussion Questions:

1. Read Matthew 25:31-33. Why is it hard to talk about our God being a God of justice, vengeance and wrath? Why is difficult to describe Jesus as someone who will judge people to a forever hell?
2. Why do we tend to divide people by way of race or nationality or culture when God only makes the distinction between those who are righteous and those who are unrighteous? How would our perspective change if we did this as well?
3. Read Philippians 2:8-11. Discuss the difference between Christ’s first coming and his second coming. What will it be like for unbelievers on the Day of Judgment to bow and confess Jesus as Lord God? 

4. Read Matthew 25:34-40. Why is it important that God has been preparing his kingdom and our place in heaven from the moment of creation?
5. Reflect on this statement from the sermon, “When we extend love to the least and most insignificant of people, we are at the same time extending love to the greatest and most significant person of all—Jesus himself.”  How can we fashion our lives and our time to love others like this?
6. Read Matthew 25:41-46. How can we increase our burden and passion in telling those who are rejecting Christ about the reality of an eternal hell? Who specifically are you sharing this truth with? Who are you praying for to be saved?
