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Sermon Discussion Guide

Passage: Song of Songs 3:1-5
Questions for discussion:

1. Read Song of Songs 3:1-4. Which of these fears can you identify with the most if you are married? If you desire to be married, what fears do you have going into marriage?
Afraid that your spouse will stop showing love to you
Afraid that your spouse will stop desiring you and will start desiring someone else

Afraid that your spouse will stop respecting and honoring you

Afraid that your spouse will lie to you and not be honest

Afraid that you will not be able to overcome conflict 

Afraid that your spouse will leave you or die.
2. What can a fiance’ or spouse do to help their companion avoid fear and insecurity?

3. Reflect on some of these myths about pre-marital sex from a biblical perspective.
How can we overcome these lies and promote purity and sanctity in marriage?

MYTH 1: Long-term, monogamous relationships are a thing of the past.

MYTH 2: Sex is necessary to keep my boyfriend committed to our relationship.

MYTH 3: Boys are sexual beings and cannot be expected to follow biblical sexual norms

MYTH 4: Occasional pornography will not affect your relationship

MYTH 5: Having occasional sex doesn’t mean that much

MYTH 6: Couples should live together and be physical as a part of the process of choosing whether or not to get married.

4. Ultimately, our relationship with God teaches us what committed love looks like. For those whom God loves, there is no need to fear. Discuss these verses. How can live in light of God’s love and display this type of love in our relationships?
There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves punishment, and the one who fears is not perfected in love. We love, because He first loved us. 1 John 4:18,19
“Do not let your heart be troubled; believe in God, believe also in Me.” John 14:1
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
