3. Have someone read 3:11 again and also Proverbs 12:4

    How can a wife become her husband’s crowning joy?

    How can she avoid being “rottenness” to his bones?

4. In the same manner, the church is the bride of Christ. How is the church the “crowning joy” of Jesus Christ? What does it mean to you that you can enjoy a covenant relationship with Christ as a part of the church?
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
