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Sermon Discussion Guide

Passage: Song of Songs 4:1-5:1
Questions for discussion:

1. Pastor Dwayne said, “Selfishness has made sex one of the most destructive of all sins.” How has sex become corrupted and perverted by sin and selfishness?

Read this statement to add to the discussion, “The hyper-sexualization of the current generation has led to an unprecedented demand for illicit sexual behavior. Habitual pornography always goes from lesser to greater immorality. The more you feed the monster, the more he corrupts and controls your mind and affections.”
2. In what ways has sex become a religion in our culture? In what ways do people worship it and allow the “god of sex” to dominate their minds and control their conduct?

3. Read Song of Solomon 4:1-5. Why is it important for a husband to verbally admire his wife’s physical beauty? How does this serve and minister to his wife?
4. Read 4:5-6 and read Proverbs 5:18-20. Men are attracted to a woman’s shape and form, which display their femininity and sexuality.   
Why is modesty in dress important for women in light of this passage?

Why is so important for a husband to give his sole attention, admiration and affection to his wife in order to “always be exhilarated with her love”?

5. Read Song of Solomon 5:1. When a married couple loves and serves each other through sexual activity God is pleased and blesses their relationship. How can we view sex more as loving service to one another rather than selfish pleasure?
How can we “love our neighbor as ourselves” in relation to our sexual relationship?
How can we understand sex as a good gift of God’s grace? 
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
