Discussion Questions:
1. Read Luke 14:25-27. True disciples love Jesus more than they love their own life.
What is the difference between cheap grace and costly grace?
2. Read Matthew 10:37-39, why does Jesus demand that we love him more than the most important relationships we have on earth? Would you want your spouse to love Jesus more than he/she loves you? Would you want your father/mother to love Jesus more than they love you? Why? 

3. Read Luke 14:27 again. What does it mean to “carry your cross”?  How should you apply this right now as your enter another week?
4. Pastor Dwayne said, “The decision to follow Jesus must be accompanied by two conditions: 

     Hate & Die”
To hate is a strong way to say that you must love yourself much less than you love Jesus
To take up your cross is a strong way to say that you must die to yourself and live for Jesus
How do we live this out so that we can considers ourselves true disciples of Jesus?
How does this play out in our relationships, our work, our possessions, etc.?

5. Read Luke 14:28-33. What do these two parables teach us about counting the cost of being a disciple of Jesus? What is one hurdle that you know you must overcome in order to follow Jesus more fully?
