Sermon idea: We must remain fruitful, faithful and watchful as we await the return of King Jesus
Discussion Questions:

1. Read Matthew 21:18-22. Why are people sometimes confused with the idea of not having enough faith? What is the difference between how much faith you have and where your faith is directed?

2. How should faith be measured?

2. In light of Jesus teaching, discuss these statements:  1) “Mountain moving faith is simply believing that nothing is impossible with God and nothing will alter God’s perfect plan.” 2) “Faith, prayer and humility—these are the ways to God and the way to receive the power of God.”
3. Read Matthew 24:32-35 (If you have time, read all of Matthew 24).
How can we remain fruitful, faithful and watchful as we await the return of King Jesus?

Here are the 13 “signs” of Matthew 24:

1) v5 False Messiahs will come and claim the name of Jesus.

2) v6 Wars and rumors of wars will abound. 

3) v7 Natural disasters such as famines and earthquakes will make people wonder if the end is near, but these are merely creation itself groaning for its own redemption. 

4) v9 Widespread hostility towards to gospel. 
5) v10 Apostasy and betrayal will run rampant within the church. 
6) v11 False prophets will arise. These are not those who falsely claim to be Christ himself, but those who mislead and misguide many.

7) v12 Spiritual life will deteriorate in communities. 

8) v14 Global evangelization and the fulfillment of the Great Commission.

9) vv15–20 Jerusalem will be destroyed

10) vv21-22 There will be a brief, but intense tribulation 

11) vv.23-26 Even more powerful false leaders will emerge.

12) vv27-28 The entire world will be prepared for Christ’s return.

13)vv29-31 King Jesus will return to earth in all power and glory
