Discussion time:

Main idea: Obtaining the kingdom of God should be our greatest desire and belonging to Christ our greatest joy.

Ice breaker: go around the group and have everyone share a hobby or activity that took up all their time and consumed their thoughts. This is a good chance to learn a little about each other as well as segue into the topic of Jesus and his kingdom as our treasure. 
1. Read Matthew 13:44-46 in a couple different translations. Note the differences between the two men and their circumstances (one just happens upon the treasure and the other searching for it). What is the one thing they have in common?
2. Have someone share their testimony of when they were saved and how Christ meant everything to them?

3. What competes with your being totally satisfied in Christ? Why does it compete?
4. Discuss how you might communicate these truths to a friend, coworker or neighbor? Specifically, how will you show or tell them this week that Jesus can bring a deep satisfaction? 

5. It is easy to let worries compete with our satisfaction in Christ. Read Matthew 6:33,34. What does Jesus tell us to do? Why is his kingdom greater than our worries and doubts?
